Press Display is a database which collects newspapers, including images, from around the world.  The library subscribes 

to the database, allowing students, faculty and staff to gain insight into news coverage worldwide.

Find Press Display in the list.   
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Press Display allows users to view content by country, or simply search using keywords.   
To search, simply enter your terms at the top of the page. The default setting searches for English language materials.   
 

 

The search results give you a brief overview of the article, and include information about the origin of the article.  

Should you not find articles on your topic, try similar search terms, or try expanding the period of time you are 

searching- the default is relatively short, searching only the past 3 days worth of newspapers.
